Phony Gas Coupons Linked to Identity Theft 
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          onsumers in Georgia, Idaho and Mississippi have been the target of thieves offering phony gasoline vouchers. This scam may move to other parts of the country so be alert! Identity thieves claiming to be representatives of gas companies have been contacting consumers offering $200 worth of gasoline vouchers, in exchange for their personal and financial information. 

Consumers were contacted by phone and told that they were one of 200 people chosen to receive $200 in gas vouchers. To receive the vouchers, the consumer was told that he or she would have to pay a $3.25 shipping fee to have the coupons delivered, and that the fee must be paid by check. In addition, consumers were asked to provide bank information, including the routing numbers from the bottom of their personal check.

Wise consumers know to never give out their personal financial information to anyone over the phone. The BBB advises consumers to be wary of unusual calls and to ask the caller for as much information as possible. And, then check the company out with the BBB.
